Step 1
LibUSB is needed, if you already have this installed, go ahead to step 2, otherwise continue reading.

Mattias Ellert has made an universal binary of LibUSB available at his website: http://www.ellert.se/twain-sane/


Get the binary of libusb for your version of Mac OS X. After downloading it, start the package and follow the instructions on your screen.

Step 2

We need to have a driver for the 1wire USB adapter (if you haven't plugged your adapter + reader into your computer, this is a good moment to do it).

Download http://globalreset.org/files/distribution/PDKAdapterUSB.tar.gz, save the file somewhere. Open a terminal window and go to that place. Do the following commands:

tar -xzf PDKAdapterUSB.tar.gz
cd PDKAdapterUSB
make && sudo make install && make test

The first command decompresses the downloaded file, you could do this also via the finder.

The second command is used to go into the decompressed folder.

The third command makes all the needed binaries, copies the files to the right place and last but not least, runs a small test.

The third command uses the sudo command, to be able to use this, your root account needs to be activated, if you haven't activated your root account before, you might want to read this text: https://support.apple.com/en-us/HT204012
Open the OneWiveViewerMac and run the OneWireViewer.jar 
It is important to have the DS9490 Adapter plugged in before running the program
